
Goldfish get LARGE and should be housed in an appropriate sized aquarium or even a pond. 
Goldfish are a carp species and can easily reach 16+ inches! Generally they will require a 
55 gallon aquarium at minimum, but increased as they grow.

Goldfish prefer cooler temperatures, sitting around 65F - 70F. Goldfish should not be kept with 
tropical fish as the temperature would be too hot for them. When introducing goldfish to a new 
aquarium, float the unopened bag for 10 minutes.

Goldfish food can come in pellets or flakes. Feed only one a day, what the goldfish can eat 
within 10-20 seconds. Overfeeding can cause water to become polluted. Ideall feed sinkin food, 
as ul in air can harm oldfish.
